Purpose:

1. Exploring and defining the problems and limitations of our current banking system. Going through the history and development of currency as a means of (global and local) trade and commerce. (How do banks influence the worth of a currency and impact interest rates, trade, etc.)

2. Exploring and defining better alternatives to this system – examples from the past, present and theoretical working models (ranging in scale, effectiveness, time span of its existence and use, etc.). What variables and factors make these systems/models different from each other? More or less efficient? How can we implement these alternatives and what supporting legislation, law and perhaps societal, religious or psychological aspects would have to be created or changed? What examples will best exemplify and represent that particular model?

For the purpose of this working group and for the intended research, how will be best effectively answer these questions?

· According to the expertise and abilities of joined and interested individuals will determine the arena of research that one will work on. This could be broken down into areas of economics, business, law, diplomacy, activism,…

· Dividing the research in a way that will comply with the above, but allow flexibility for one to extend into other areas.

· We don’t want to be redundant and have two people researching the same thing, but if more than one is interested perhaps those people can work together.
